From the time that many of us were small children, we listened in 
awe to the story of the righteous man Noah and the huge ark that his 
family built. Songs were written and sung about the animals, the 
rain, the boat, and the rainbow. But for the past several years, Bible 
skeptics and liberal theologians have tried to “shed some light” on 
the story of the ark by explaining that, according to them, the ark 
was not big enough or strong enough to accomplish its cargo-laden, 
year-long journey. J.H. Marks summarized such a position when he 
wrote: “The ark could never have weathered a storm such as Genesis 
describes, nor could it possibly have contained a pair of every exist-
ing species of animal and creeping thing, to say nothing of providing 
proper subsistence conditions for such a menagerie” (1962, 2:283). 
As politely, yet as firmly as possible, we must contend that Marks’ 
statement (or any statement expressing a similar sentiment) is abso-
lutely false. In fact, the ark was more than adequate to accomplish its 
tasks, as the remainder of this article will show. 

SIZE AND CONSTRUCTION 
God told Noah to make “the length of the ark three hundred cubits, 
the breadth of it fifty cubits, and the height of it thirty cu-
bits” (Genesis 6:15). Using the most conservative estimate available 
for the length of the cubit (17.5 inches), Whitcomb and Morris have 
shown that the ark would have been 437.5 feet long, 72.92 feet wide, 
and 43.75 feet high. In its three decks (Genesis 6:16), it had a total 
area of approximately 95,700 square feet—the equivalent of slightly 
more than twenty standard basketball courts. Its total volume would 
have been about 1,396,000 cubic feet. The gross tonnage (a measure-
ment of cubic space rather than weight, one ton being equivalent to

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100 cubic feet of usable storage space) was about 13,960 tons (1961, p. 
10). This immense area was equivalent to the area of over 520 stan-
dard railroad boxcars—more than enough to contain the animals and 
cargo required for the trip. However, some will argue that Noah could 
not possibly have taken animal from every one of the 2,000,000 to 
5,000,000 species of animals (note, of course, that the majority of 
these species are tiny insects). But it is here that we need to remember 
that the Genesis word “kind” (Hebrew min) is not the same as the bi-
ologists’ “species” of today. Noah did not have to take two or seven of 
every species of animal. He had to take two (or seven) of every kind. 
That is to say, he did not have to take two German Shepherds, two 
Chihuahuas, two coyotes, or two dingoes. He simply had to take two 
of the dog “kind,” not species. [Dogs, dingoes, coyotes, foxes, and 
wolves all can interbreed—thus, are the same kind.] 

COULD DINOSAURS FIT ON THE ARK? 
Often when considering the size of the ark, one wonders whether dino-
saurs found a place aboard the vessel. Some have contended that dino-
saurs could not possibly have fit into the ark since some of the huge 
reptiles could reach well over 100 feet in length and weigh over 100 
tons. At first glance, this argument seems to hold some validity, until 
two important points are considered. (1) Although some of the dino-
saurs were gigantic, many others were small quite small (about the size 
of a chicken). (2) As dinosaur fossil hunters repeatedly have discov-
ered, and our current knowledge attests, reptiles generally reproduce 
by laying eggs. And the largest eggs that have been found are only 
about a foot in diameter. That means that the hatchlings of the giant 
creatures were only about the size of a common house cat. Why would 
Noah need to take grown dinosaurs, when young ones would take up 
less room, eat less, and would not produce onboard reproductive prob-
lems (e.g., breeding during the voyage)? 
Make no mistake about it; the ark was adequate for its job. As a boat 
designed by God and built by His obedient servant Noah, it had every-
thing it needed to carry its cargo and stay afloat. [For further reading 
on this topic, I recommend John Woodmorappe’s excellent book, 
Noah’s Ark: A Feasibility Study (1996), Santee, CA: Institute for Crea-
tion Research.]
