the law, and take away thy 
coat, let him have thy 
cloke also.  And whoso-
ever shall compel thee to 
go a mile, go with him 
twain" (Matthew 5:39-41).  
Even in mistreatment 
these disciples were "to 
exceed the need"!  The 
commentator, Adam 
Clarke, wrote concerning 
these verses, "We are 
here exhorted to patience 
and forgiveness:  First, 
When we receive in our 
persons all sorts of insults 
and affronts, Matthew 
5:39.  Secondly, When we 
are despoiled of our 
goods, Matthew 5:40.  
Thirdly, When our bodies 
are forced to undergo all 
kinds of toils, vexations, 
and torments, Matthew 
5:41.  The way to improve 
the injustice of man to our 
own advantage, is to exer-
cise under it meekness, 
gentleness, and long-
suffering . . " 
 
            Let us be "built to 
exceed the need," no mat-
ter the context or timing 
of that which we are fac-
ing! 

            "Built to exceed 
the need."  An auto parts 
company has incorporated 
this phrase in a number of 
its commercials.  "Built to 
exceed the need" may be 
a small statement, yet it 
carries great meaning and 
is an excellent marketing 
tool.  I usually do not buy 
something based upon a 
slogan or a commercial--in 
reality, I often watch com-
mercials and enjoy them 
only to find myself later 
wondering what they had 
been selling (sometimes 
the pizzazz overshadows 
the product or company).  
With this particular slo-
gan, however, the com-
pany convinced me that 
their products are supe-
rior--I even remember the 
name of the company:  
Duralast. 
 
            Those who are 
followers of Christ should, 
likewise, be "built to ex-
ceed the need."  Accord-
ingly, Christianity has been 
referred to as the religion 
of the second mile!  This 
characterization is one 
which should fit the Chris-
tian in a number of ways 
including faithfulness, be-
nevolence, etc.  Another 

way that this characteriza-
tion should fit the Chris-
tian is the way he handles 
mistreatment.  Whether it 

be in the workplace or 
wherever, Jesus' admoni-
tion to the disciples to "go 
the second mile" should 
be heeded by His follow-
ers today as well. 
 
            Jesus said, "But I 
say unto you, That ye re-
sist not evil: but whoso-
ever shall smite thee on 
thy right cheek, turn to 
him the other also.  And if 
any man will sue thee at
