Thesis:  to provoke thought concerning the topic of “What are we 

doing for the Lord?” 

 

Introduction: 

A) Receive reward for our deeds – Rom 2:1-10 

1) Good deeds = eternal life 

2) Evil deeds = condemnation 

B) Today I want to share with you a story of an old man by 

the name of Caleb.  We will discuss… 

1) What he didn’t do. 

2) What he didn’t do. 

 

Discussion: 

I) Caleb Goes Before the Judgment Seat of Christ. 

A) Caleb, a very confident man, begins by telling the Lord 

how he had been waiting for this day for a long time. 

1) Caleb says, “Lord I knew this day was coming because 

I read my bible all of the time just like it says in 2 Tim 

2:15- Study to show…” 

2) “And Lord I’m just glad to be here today after having 

served you my whole life” 

3) “I know a lot of people who have done all sorts of 

horrible things, but Lord I haven’t done any of those 

things.” 

B) “I have lived my Christian life free of those great sins 

because I know that the Bible says ‘Be thou faithful 

unto death and I will give the a crown of life’ Rev 2:10” 

1) “I have never committed adultery against my wife.” 

a) 10 Commandments – Exodus 21 – 

b) Rom 15:4 

c) Matt 19:9 

2) “I have never killed anyone.” 

a) Matt 5:21 

b) “I knew the word” 

3) “After I became a Christian I never stole again.” 

a) “Just like the apostle Paul said” 



b) Eph 4:28 

4) “There are just so many things that I have never done 

Lord” 

a) “Take for instance the list of things Paul mentions 

in…” 

b) 1Cor 5:11 

c) “I’ve never done any of those things” 

C) Jesus tells Caleb, “That’s wonderful, Caleb, its great 

that you haven’t done those things. 

II) Then Christ Opens a Book. 

A) Jesus says to Caleb, “You know the Bible so well that 

you probably know what this book is don’t you?” 

1) “It is the book mentioned in Revelation 

2) Rev 20:12 

3) “This book will tell me all about your life.” 

B) Jesus flips through the pages of the book going over the 

days of Caleb’s life. 

1) Jesus tells Caleb, “There are so many other things that 

you don’t do that you didn’t even mention.” 

2) “For starters, you don’t attend services faithfully and it 

says that your excuse is because you don’t like Bob 

Jones” 

a) “Didn’t you just finish quoting Matt 5:21?” 

b) John 13:35 

c) “Caleb, maybe you should have asked yourself what 

your intentions where at services” 

d) “You were commanded to come together with the 

saints to worship your creator” 

3) “Let’s see, says here that you have never shared the 

Gospel with a single soul” 

a) “Seems like someone that is so knowledgeable in 

the scriptures as you would have read what I said to 

my disciples.” 

b) Mark 16:15-16 

4) “Never sing in the worship services” 

a) “Certainly you have read what Paul wrote to the 

Ephesians or even the Colossians.” 

b) Eph 5:19 

c) Col 3:16 

5) Jesus continues reading and suddenly his facial 

expression changes. 

a) Caleb very worried by now immediately asks, 

“what is it Lord?” 

b) And the Lord answers, “Why do you call me Lord, 

and do not the things that I say?” 

c) “It says here that you never studied your Bible with 

your children or taught them to study on their own.” 

d) “Says here that they are all lost in the world.” 

e) “Says here that you never did your job as a parent.” 

C) “Caleb, I am very disappointed in you, depart from me, 

you who practice lawlessness!” 

 

Conclusion: 

A) Now I told you this story about Caleb at the Judgment, so 

that you will take a closer look at your life. 

1) We saw that there were many horrible things that Caleb 

wasn’t doing 

2) But there were also many glorious things that Caleb was 

not doing. 

B) Sometimes we spend so much time dwelling on what we 

aren’t supposed to be doing that we forget what we are 

supposed to be doing. 

1) Dwelling on the problem so much that we forgot what we 

were trying to do. 

2) May we never forget that a Christian’s main mission is to…
