1) Salvation Is Blind To Race.
A)
1) During this time the Jews looked at the world and saw,
“Jews and everyone else”.
2) To the Greeks it was the opposite, “Greeks and
everyone else”
B) Paul’s statement here is very similar to Romans
1:14
1) “TI am debtor both to the Greeks, and to the
Barbarians; both to the wise, and to the unwise.”
(Rom1:14)
2) Paul is stating that salvation, like the debt he felt, is for
all nationalities of people.
C) Our application of this point in our lives is vital.




1) Isit not a sin to be prejudice against anyone who Jesus
Christ has “washed us from our sins in his own blood,”
(Rev 1:5)

2) “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only
begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should
not perish, but have everlasting life.” (John 3:16)

3) “The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some
men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-ward,
not willing that any should perish, but that all should
come to repentance.” (2Pe 3:9)

4) “As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord,
so walk ye in him:” (Col 2:6)

5) We cannot walk in Christ with racial prejudice in our
hearts.

I1) Salvation Is Blind To Class.

1) Servant - sir vant (72, ebhedh; dothog, doulos): A very
common word with a variety of meanings, all implying
a greater or less degree of inferiority and want of
freedom: (1) The most frequent usage is as the
equivalent of “slave” (which see), with its various
shades in position (Gen 9:25; Gen 24:9; Exo 21:5;
Mat 10:24; Luk 17:7, and often); but also a hired
workman where “hired servant” translates Hebrew and
Greek expressions which differ from the above. (ISBE)

2) FREE, n. 1. Being at liberty; not being under necessity
or restraint, physical or moral; a word of general
application to the body, the will or mind, and to
corporations. (Webster)

3) In Christ there are no classes or social distinctions.

B) Looking down on the poor.

1) “There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in
purple and fine linen, and fared sumptuously every
day:” (Luke 16:19)

2) 1Corinthians 1:22-34

3) “Hearken, my beloved brethren, Hath not God chosen
the poor of this world rich in faith, and heirs of the
kingdom which he hath promised to them that love
him?” (Jam 2:5)

C) Jealous of the rich.

1) "And you shall not covet your neighbor's wife. And
you shall not desire your neighbor's house, his field, or

his male servant, or his female servant, his ox, or his
donkey, or anything that is your neighbor's.’

2) Put to death therefore what is earthly in you: sexual
immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and
covetousness, which is idolatry.

3) “..aflattering mouth worketh ruin.” (Pro 26:28)

Salvation Is Blind To Gender.

1) Neither sex has any advantage with salvation.

2) This verse does not contradict Paul’s writings
concerning the women’s role in the church.

3) It does however contradict the world’s view on women.

The common view on women in the first century.

1) To the Greeks, Romans, and to most of the world the
women were degraded, kept ignorant, and treated as
inferior in all respects. (Barnes Notes)

2) This treatment of women continues today in many parts
of the world.

“At the communion table, at the foot of the cross,

and in the hopes of heaven, she is on a level with

man;” (Barnes Notes)

Salvation Is Blind To Our Past.

10:17)
1) Doesn’t matter how unrighteous a life I’ve lived.
2) Even crucifying the Son of God was forgiven those
who repented and were baptized for the remission of
their sins. (Acts 2:36-38)

B) God will save anyone who will obey (Hebrews 5:8-9).

1) Saul of Tarsus — “Then they cast him out of the city
and stoned him. And the witnesses laid down their
garments at the feet of a young man named Saul.”
(Act 7:58)

2) “And all who heard him were amazed and said, "I's not
this the man who made havoc in Jerusalem of those
who called upon this name? And has he not come here
for this purpose, to bring them bound before the chief
priests?"”
