Conclusion: 
A) From Hebrews 11 we learn about… 

1) …how to worship God. 
2) …how to live. 
3) …the necessity of being prepared. 
4) …the necessity of obedience. 
5) …how to die. 

B) Often times there are areas in a Christian’s life that 
he or she needs to improve in. 
1) Hopefully these lessons from Hebrews 11 will help 

and encourage us to do what is right. 
2) And to repent of the things we have been doing that 

are wrong. 
C) Another thing we learned was the necessity of 

obedience. 
1) We saw Abraham’s obedience in offering up his son. 
2) This is a picture of God offering up His Son Jesus 

Christ for our sins. 
a) Revelation 1:5b  Unto him that loved us, and 

washed us from our sins in his own blood, 
b) Romans 6:3-4  Know ye not, that so many of us as 

were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into 
his death? 4 Therefore we are buried with him by 
baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised 
up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even 
so we also should walk in newness of life.

2) Hebrews 11:17 By faith Abraham, when he was 
tried, offered up Isaac: and he that had received 
the promises offered up his only begotten son, 

3) God told Abraham what to do and he did it. 
a) He was told to take his son of promise and 

offer him as a sacrifice. 
b) We don’t read any hesitation 
c) We don’t read about any doubt 
d) Genesis 22:5 And Abraham said unto his 

young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I 
and the lad will go yonder and worship, and 
come again to you, 
(1) I see an expectation of resurrection here. 
(2) Through Isaac would come the promise and 

Abraham knew God would not lie. 
B) How do we react when God says to do 

something? 
1) Some like to speak for God and say, “Well surely 

God wouldn’t let such in such happen” 
2) Or, “God wouldn’t expect people in an adulterous 

marriage to get a divorce” 
3) Or, “God wouldn’t condemn a man if he didn’t 

have time to obey” 
V) From Hebrews 11 we learn about…Dying – Gen 45ff. 

A) Jacob had his priorities in order. 
1) Hebrews 11:21 By faith Jacob, when he was a 

dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and 
worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff. 

2) What a way to go….blessing men and worshipping 
God. 

3) Do you suppose God was proud of this man? 
B) We are all going to die some day. 

1) Hebrews 9:27 And as it is appointed unto men 
once to die, but after this the judgment: 

2) Why not dye like a Christian. 
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Lead Statement:  From Hebrews 11 we learn… 
 
Introduction: 
A) I’m going to be discussing the fact that this guy on 

television who claims to see spirits is a liar. 
1) 2 Corinthians 2:11  Lest Satan should get an 

advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of his 
devices. 

2) But we will discuss how past actions live on to speak 
to us. 

B) This morning we will learn from Hebrews 11 how to… 
1) Worship God 
2) Live 
3) Prepare 
4) Obey 
5) Die 

 
Discussion: 
I) From Hebrews 11 we learn how to…Worship God. – 

Gen 4 
A) Teaches us that God is to be worshipped by His 

Word. 
1) Hebrews 11:4  By faith Abel offered unto God a 

more excellent sacrifice than Cain, by which he 
obtained witness that he was righteous, God 
testifying of his gifts: and by it he being dead yet 
speaketh. 

2) Romans 10:17 So then faith cometh by hearing, 
and hearing by the word of God. 

B) Some say we should worship God however we 
feel comfortable doing so. 
1) Cain worshipped God how he wanted to. 
2) Did God accept it? 
3) Numbers 3:4 And Nadab and Abihu died before 

the LORD, when they offered strange fire before 
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the LORD, in the wilderness of Sinai, and they had 
no children: and Eleazar and Ithamar ministered in 
the priest's office in the sight of Aaron their father. 

C) God respects some worship and rejects others. 
1) God respected Abel’s worship 
2) God rejected Cain’s worship 

II) From Hebrews 11 we learn how to…Live. – Gen 5 
A) We can walk with God in an evil age. 

1) Hebrews 11:5  By faith Enoch was translated that 
he should not see death; and was not found, 
because God had translated him: for before his 
translation he had this testimony, that he pleased 
God. 

2) Walking with God will be unpopular. 
3) Enoch lived during the time before the flood. 

B) How important is it for us as Parents to live right I 
the sight of God? 
1) I have influence on those around me. 
2) Especially my children. 

III) From Hebrews 11 we learn how to…Prepare. – Gen 6 
A) Noah prepared 120 years in advance. 

1) How many of us wait until the last minute to 
prepare for things? 

2) How many of us are still waiting to make 
preparations to go to heaven? 

3) We need to get ready now! 
B) Noah prepared while the world walked with Satan. 

1) Have you ever said, “I sure wish I could go to such 
in such place with my friends”? 

2) Tempted to be like the world. 
C) He prepared in spite of persecution. 

1) Can you imagine the criticisms Noah must have 
gotten? 
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2) The only persecution we might face in this country 
is verbal abuse, which is most likely what Noah 
faced, but it didn’t stop him for 120 years. 

D) He also prepared for his family. 
1) 1 Peter 3:20 Which sometime were disobedient, 

when once the longsuffering of God waited in the 
days of Noah, while the ark was a preparing, 
wherein few, that is, eight souls were saved by 
water. 

2) We can help to prepare our families in many ways. 
a) We can be an example to them about how 

important God is to us. 
b) We can bring them to every service so they 

understand the importance of loving God. 
c) We can teach them God’s Word. 

(1) Don’t mean bringing them to bible class 
only. 

(2) Your children go to school to learn secular 
things 5 days a week all day. 

(3) Don’t you think we should be teaching them 
about God everyday? 

IV) From Hebrews 11 we learn about…Obedience. – Gen 
17 
A) God said it and that settled it for Abraham. 

1) Hebrews 11:8-10  By faith Abraham, when he was 
called to go out into a place which he should after 
receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went 
out, not knowing whither he went. 9 By faith he 
sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange 
country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and 
Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise: 10 
For he looked for a city which hath foundations, 
whose builder and maker is God.
