
When I See The Word Of God… 
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Text:  Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing 
the scriptures, nor the power of God. (Mat 22:29) 

 

Thesis: “To see once is better than to hear a thousand times”. 

 

Introduction: 

A) What do you see when you look into the Word of God? 

1) Some might see an overwhelming amount of information 

and commands that they think they could never keep. 

2) Some might see nothing but words that are nothing more 

than common literature. 

3) Some might see burdens and commands that tie them down 

or hold them back. 

B) Today I am going to tell you what I see when I look at the 

Word of God. 

 

Discussion: 

I) I See The Love Of God. 
A) For God so loved the world, that he gave his only 

begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him 
should not perish, but have everlasting life. (Joh 
3:16) 
1) God- the greatest giver. 

2) So loved – the greatest motive. 

3) The World – our greatest need. 

4) That He gave – the greatest act. 

5) His only Son – the greatest gift. 

6) That whosoever – the greatest invitation. 

7) Believes in Him – the greatest opportunity. 

8) Should not perish – the greatest deliverance. 

9) But have eternal life – the greatest joy. 

B) Illustration 

1) Sometimes when children are disciplined for doing 

things that they shouldn’t be doing they respond with 

love. 

2) Trying to fend of the discipline they know is coming 

they say things like “I love you” or they try to hug or 

kiss you. 



B) Do we think? 

1) Today’s political arena could learn a thing or two from 

a man who never made it to the White House. In 1952, 

Adlai Stevenson cautioned his fellow Democrats with 

these famous words, “Better we lose the election than 

mislead the people.” It was the honest wit of this man 

that stirred America’s political scene a half-century ago. 

On one occasion, a supporter assured Stevenson that he 

had the vote of “every thinking voter.” He humorously 

replied, “That’s not enough . . . I need a majority.” 

(Houston Chronicle, Feb. 1, 2000, p. 17A) 

2) We may be able to vote w/o thinking but no ones going 

to heaven w/o thinking. 

C) When you look at John 14:6 what do you see? 

1) Do you see the shortcuts that men have devised that 

they think will lead them to the Father? 

2) Does the path even resemble the one the Bible shows 

us? 

3) Do you see the path that leads through the cross of 

Calvary? 

 

Conclusion: 

A) People often see what they want to see and hear what they 

want to hear. 

1) But when we disagree with the Bible we are only deceiving 

ourselves. (cf. 1John 1:8) 

2) And deceit will not lead you to heaven. 

B) What do you see when you look at God’s Word? 

1) What do you see when you look in the mirror? 

2) Do you see someone who through biblical faith has to the 

Father through the Son? 

C) Let it not be said of us that “Ye do err, not knowing the 
scriptures, nor the power of God.” (Mat 22:29), 
because we refused to see God’s Word for what it is, 
TRUTH! 

3) While we know our children do love us that is not the 

reason they have decided to use that moment to tell us. 

4) They think it will lighten the discipline and sometimes I 

am sure it does. 

C) What do you see when you look at John 3:16? 

1) Do you see they love of God. 

2) Or do you see the burden of believing and obeying 

Him? 
3) For this is the love of God, that we keep his 

commandments. And his commandments are not 
burdensome. (1Jn 5:3) 

 

II) I See How To Worship God. 
A) God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must 

worship him in spirit and in truth. (Joh 4:24) 
1) The woman at the well only saw a disagreement over 

where they were to worship. 

a) Jesus points out that a time was coming when the 

location would not matter. 

b) What God would expect from them would be 

worship from the heart in truth. 

2) God’s Word us exactly how the N.T. church 

worshipped. 

a) They prayed – Acts 2:42 

b) They took the Lord’s Supper on the first day of the 

week – Acts 20:7 

c) They preached the Word – Acts 20:7 

d) They gave of their means – 1Cor 16:1-2 

e) They sang praises to God – Col 3:16; Eph 5:19 

B) Perceptions. 

1) Some people look at what God said concerning worship 

and see what’s not written and see liberties they can 

take. 

2) “Well, the Bible doesn’t say that we can’t use 

instruments to sing praises to God.” 

3) “If God didn’t want us to do it He would have told us.” 

4) “It doesn’t really matter anyway since truth is 

subjective.” 

C) What do you see when you look at John 4:24? 



1) Do you see how to worship your Creator? 

2) Or do you see the burden of getting up early on 

Sunday? 

3) “If you don’t enjoy worship, you won’t enjoy heaven 

very much.” 

III) I See How To Please God. 

A) But without faith it is impossible to please him: for 
he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and 
that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek 
him. (Heb 11:6) 
1) To be pleasing to God we must believe that He is God 

and that He will reward those that diligently seek Him. 

a) What would it say if we believed He was God but 

didn’t believe that He would reward us? 

b) To say that these things are false is to say that God 

is a liar. 

2) The promise of eternal life has always been available to 

the faithful. 
a) In hope of eternal life, which God, that cannot lie, 

promised before the world began; (Tit 1:2) 
b) But for those without faith in Him there will be no 

reward only hell. 

B) What kind of faith? 
1) We can have faith in all sorts of people at things. 

a) We can have faith in our parents or children. 
b) We can even have faith that our vehicles will bring 

us to worship services. 
c) But faith like that is based upon previous 

experiences. 
2) Do you have faith in God? 

a) Do you have biblical faith? 
b) So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the 

word of God. (Rom 10:17) 
c) The Bible defines what true faith is and that true 

faith originates from the Word. 

d) Do you believe in God because of what the Bible 

says or because of what someone told you? 

3) James describes two types of faith. 

a) Faith w/o works and faith with works. 

b) What doth it profit, my brethren, though a man say 
he hath faith, and have not works? can faith save 
him? (Jas 2:14) 

c) Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest 
well: the devils also believe, and tremble. (Jas 2:19) 

C) What do you see when you look at Hebrews 11:6? 

1) Do you see the necessity a simple acknowledgement of 

who God is? 

2) Do you see a burden of work? 

3) Or do you see how to please God? 

IV) I See How To Come To God. 
A) Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and 

the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by 
me. (Joh 14:6) 
1) Jesus explains here to Thomas that through Him is the 

only way to get to the Father. 

2) Notice Thomas’ fear.  He was afraid to be left with no 

directions to get to where Jesus was going. 

3) Friends that’s one thing we don’t have to worry about.  

God has given us all the information we need to get to 

heaven. 
a) According as his divine power hath given unto us all 

things that pertain unto life and godliness, through 
the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory 
and virtue: (2Pe 1:3) 

b) Why does Jesus say that through Him is the only 

way to the Father? 

c) He is the “author of eternal salvation” – Heb 5:9 

d) Man (sinned) � Christ (Blood) �  God (Holy)   
e) Much more then, being now justified by his blood, 

we shall be saved from wrath through him. (Rom 
5:9) 

4) Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none 
other name under heaven given among men, whereby 
we must be saved. (Act 4:12) 

5) In whom we have redemption through his blood, the 
forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace; 
(Eph 1:7) 
a) Only in and through Christ can I be saved. 

b) Paul shows us in Romans 6:3-4 how people are 

placed into Christ.
