
1) Some bring their Bibles with them to services, 

2) But some bring their Bibles everywhere they go even when 

the physical book is at home. 

B) Are you the Bible God expects you to be? 

1) It is precisely what Paul encouraged the brethren to do in 

his epistle to the Colossians, 
2) Col 3:16  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in 

all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in 
psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace 
in your hearts to the Lord. 

3) 1Pe 1:22  Seeing ye have purified your souls in 
obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love 
of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure 
heart fervently:

Thesis:  To remind us that God’s Word resides in other areas aside 

from the written pages of our Bibles. 

 

Introduction: 

A)  

Who Am I? 

It took around 1500 years to create me. 

I have two wills.

B) Common places you may find a Bible: 

 1) Back Dash or seat of your car. 

 2) Coffee table. 

 3) Book shelf.

Discussion: 

I) Do You Hide It In Your Heart? – Psalm 119:11 

A) Explain: (purpose) 

1) Having God’s Word in our hearts, the Psalmist says, 

will help keep us from sinning. 
2) Psa 1:2  But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and 

in his law doth he meditate day and night. 

B) Sin can and will take over our hearts if we are not 

prepared. 
1) 1Co 5:6-7  Your glorying is not good. Know ye not that a 

little leaven leaveneth the whole lump?  (7)  Purge out 
therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as 
ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover is 
sacrificed for us: 

2) Context is in reference to individuals who are 

disorderly, but the principle is the same. 

3) We must fill our hearts with the word of God and leave 

no room for Satan. 
4) Phi 4:7-8  And the peace of God, which passeth all 

understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds 



through Christ Jesus.  (8)  Finally, brethren, 
whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are 
honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things 
are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever 
things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if 
there be any praise, think on these things. 

C) What is in your heart? 

1) If we keep God’s Word in our hearts it will be seen. 
2) Pro 23:7  For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he: Eat 

and drink, saith he to thee; but his heart is not with 
thee. 

3) Mat 6:21  For where your treasure is, there will your 
heart be also. 

4) Rom 8:5  For they that are after the flesh do mind the 
things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the 
things of the Spirit. 

 
 

II) Do You Keep It On Your Tongue? – 2Tim 4:2 

A) Explain: 

1) Here Paul encourages Timothy to proclaim God’s Word 

and use it (“reprove, rebuke, exhort”). 

2) God’s Word is the only tool that can get the job done. 

3) Imagine a carpenter trying to repair a computer with a 

hammer. 

4) Contrary to popular belief this will not fix the 

computer. 

B) The Sword of the Spirit. 
1) Eph 6:17  And take the helmet of salvation, and the 

sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: 
2) God’s Word is the tool by which people will be saved. 
3) Jam 1:21  Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and 

superfluity of naughtiness, and receive with meekness 
the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls. 

C) How shall they hear? 
1) Rom 10:14  How then shall they call on him in whom 

they have not believed? and how shall they believe in 
him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they 
hear without a preacher? 

2) Mar 16:15-16  And he said unto them, Go ye into all the 
world, and preach the gospel to every creature.  (16)  

He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he 
that believeth not shall be damned. 

D) What do you keep on your tongue? 

1) James warns us of the dangers of what comes from our 

mouths in chapter 3. 
2) Jam 3:13  Who is a wise man and endued with 

knowledge among you? let him shew out of a good 
conversation his works with meekness of wisdom. 

 

 

III) Do You Keep It On You? – Matthew 5:16 

A) Explain: 

1) “You are the only Bible most people will ever read” 

2) Do your words and actions contradict God’s? 

3) When people see God in us that brings glory to God, 

the opposite is of course true as well. 

B) Do I look like a Christian? 

1) Some say, “being a Christian has nothing to do with the 

way you look”. 

2) But Peter said, 1Pe 3:1  Likewise, ye wives, be in 
subjection to your own husbands; that, if any obey not 
the word, they also may without the word be won by 
the conversation of the wives; 

3) Do you look like a wife who is in subjection to her 

husband? 
4) 1Ti 2:9  In like manner also, that women adorn 

themselves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness 
and sobriety; not with broided hair, or gold, or pearls, 
or costly array; 

5) Do we dress modestly? 

6) While what is modestly changes frequently in society, 

what God thinks is modest does not change. 

C) Or do you appear evil? 
1) 1Th 5:22  Abstain from all appearance of evil. 
2) Why should a Christian avoid things that even appear to 

be evil? 

3) Because souls are won or lost in the minds of men.
